User Guide & Tips

For your convenience, Merchant Focus and Inner Fence 
have put together a handy User Guide & Tips document. 
Once your merchant account is approved by Merchant Focus and you have downloaded the 
Credit Card Terminal for iPhone by Inner Fence and activated your Authorize.Net account, you 
are ready to proceed.

The iPhone Credit Card Terminal will start on the Settings screen the first time after it is installed. 
After that, you can access the settings by tapping the Settings button in the upper right corner of 
the Terminal screen.

The settings control how iPhone Credit Card Terminal communicates with Authorize.Net®.

API Login IDAPI Login ID
The API Login ID comes from your Authorize.Net account.

 1.  Log into the Merchant Interface at https://secure.authorize.net
 2.  Select Settings under Account in the main menu on the left
 3.  Click API Login ID and Transaction Key in the Security Settings section
 4.  Find the API Login ID

Transaction Key
TheThe Transaction Key comes from your Authorize.Net account. If you already have software that 
uses Authorize.Net, you should be able to find it in the configuration for that software. If iPhone 
Credit Card Terminal is the first application to use your account, or if you’ve lost your transaction 
key, you can get a new one: Getting Your Transaction Key

The Transaction Key field hides the characters you’ve entered, like a password field on a website. 
We do this to prevent anyone from copying it down if you leave your phone unattended.

Thankfully, Authorize.Net doesn’t use very much bandwidth for processing, so even over a 
relatively slow Edge cellular connection it only takes a couple seconds to run a card.

It’s easy to run test transactions. One way is by tapping “Test Your Account” on the settings 
screen. If you’d rather practice using the interface, turn on the Test Mode switch. You can even use 
special test credit card numbers provided in this guide. Don’t forget to turn Test Mode back off 
before doing real charges. We’ll try to help you remember: when in Test Mode, the Charge button 
says “Charge (Testing)” and the transaction result will say “(TESTMODE)”.

BothBoth test methods use the same kind of connection to talk to the same servers and transmit the 
same kind of information as when you run a real transaction.

Send Email Receipts
You can send email receipts to your customers by setting up your Authorize.Net account 
appropriately and taking a few seconds to enter their email addresses.

To enable email receipts at Authorize.Net:

 1. Log into the Merchant Interface at https://secure.authorize.net
  2. Select Settings under Account in the main menu on the left
 3. Click Email Receipt in the Transaction Format Settings section
 4. Click to select the check box labeled Email transaction receipt to customer
 5. Click Submit to save changes

To enter the email address in the iPhone Credit Card Terminal:

 1. From the main terminal screen, tap to access more fields.
 2. Tap the email field and use the on-screen keyboard to enter your customer’s email.
  3. Tap the back button in the upper left corner to return to the terminal.

Generate Reports
Authorize.Net can generate reports based on your activity. iPhone Credit Card Terminal 
transactions are included in these reports.

 1. Log into the Merchant Interface at https://secure.authorize.net
 2. Select the Reports section of the Merchant Interface
 3. Select your report type and report options
  4. Click Run Report
